If any refrigerant leakage is found,
stop operations and ventilate the room well and consult your
dealer immediately. If a repair involves recharging the unit with
refrigerant, ask the service technician for details.

« Therefrigerant used in the air conditioner is not harmful. Normally,
it does not leak. However, if refrigerant leaks and comes in contact
with fire or heating part of such a fan heater, kerosene heater, or
cooking stove, it will create harmful gas and there is risk of fire.

The user should never attempt to wash the inside of the indoor
unit. Should the inside of the unit require cleaning, contact
your dealer.

« Unsuitable detergent may cause damage to plastic material inside
the unit, which may result in water leakage. Should detergent
come in contact with electrical parts or the motor, it will result in
a malfunction, smoke, or fire.

If a power failure occurs or the main power is turned off during operation, “Auto
restart function” automatically starts operation in the same mode as the one
set with the remote controller just before the shutoff of the main power. When
timer is set, timer setting is cancelled and the unit starts operation when power
is resumed.

If you do not want to use this function, please consult the service repre-
sentative because the setting of the unit needs to be changed.

» The mounting height of indoor unit 1.8m to 2.3m is recommended. If it is
impossible, please consult your dealer.
